the Indian Road Safety Campaign for acquainting the students of the project through the 

orientation session. The presentation elucidated the sense of vexation and lamentation that is 

inflicted on the road accident victims and their families. It even paraphrased the technical escape 

clauses and the fundamental ignorant behavioural patterns of people. The message that 

ñAccidents do not happen, they are causedò was well expressed through analytical researches.  

Then followed the interactive session wherein doleful experiences of Road Causalities were 

discussed, and hence the immediate responsibility of the onlookers was manifested. The 

convention was made aware of the Supreme Court guidelines to Protect Good Samaritans who 

help Road accident victims.

Hence, the Hero Group Company 

conducted a Technical Session that included the Road Safety Manual Presentation and Practical 

Demonstrations. Mr. Sunil Malhotra, Senior Safety Officer Hero Motor Corp apprised the 

students of the driving directives and even elucidated on the pedestrian perspective. The students 

were counselled about the following safety measures to be adhered to, while driving on roads - 

¶ Wearing ISI Marked Head Gears/Helmets bearing the Number 4151 

¶ Generating awareness about Infrastructure Fallacy and Vehicle Disorientation 

¶ Following the Fundamental Road Safety Rules and Traffic Light Regulations 

¶ Evading the operation of Mobile Phones while driving in all circumstances 

¶ Maintaining a Minimum Distance of 3 Multiplied by the Speed of the forefront Vehicle 

Moreover, the Technical Session manifested practical explanation of the accident situations and 

illustrated the First Response Role. The event was immensely informative and interactive. 

Thereafter the day came to a close with a consuming street play on Road Safety performed by 

the NSS Volunteers.
